100 companies will meet at the Shopping Center Wijnegem in Antwerp for the Flemish Trade Fair. This 
congress provides the opportunity to over 1000 achievers from all over Flanders to meet each other and 
to exchange both views and ideas. As such, the event may well help to reinforce the bonds between the 
various young enterprises. In addition, the achievers are given the opportunity to experience selling to 
the public in an international setting. 
 
What should you know? 
The trade fair is a Flemish-speaking event. However, our staff will supervise all international teams in 
English. Arrival of the international teams is expected on Friday 26 nd. before 17.00h. Rooms are only 
available from 15.00h on. Departure will be on Sunday 28th, at a time as pleases you. Each team should be 
composed of at least 4 achievers + 1 (or more) teacher(s)/adviser(s). 
 
 
Schedule 
 
On Friday 
Our staff will welcome you at the train station in Antwerp (Central Station) and bring you to your hotel, 
where you will be invited for a drink and lunch. Meanwhile you will be given some additional information. 
After lunch, you will have the opportunity to participate at a sightseeing walk at the very heart of 
Antwerp. Registration is necessary. 
Evening: dinner and ice-breaking gathering 
 
On Saturday 
SALES: on Saturday you will be given the opportunity to display and sell your product at the Shopping 
Center Wijnegem in Antwerp. You will arrive at the Shopping Center at 08.30h. 
One member of the team should go to the stand of the young enterprises, where he/she will receive all 
information regarding the day’s schedule and the allocation of the stand. Sales will be closed at 18.00h. 
 
For EwB registered teachers, and interested teachers from each country - there will be a special EwB Cafe. 
(optional, depending of the number of participants). 
 
 
Your stand 
 
Make sure you have a nice stand: it will be your one-day display window! 
Each enterprise will have a space of 3 by 2 meters, including a table (180 cm x 75 cm, H 76cm). 
Should you wish to use a partition, the maximum height is 1.50m.  You will have to foresee this 
yourself.  
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A Competition 
 
Will be organized between all young enterprises at the Shopping Center. You will receive 2 voting 
cards, the which you may use to choose the young enterprise of your preference. 
 
Criteria will be: 

1. The most innovative product, i.e. innovative character, design, finishing touch, efficiency 
packaging, environmental impact. 

 
2. The best stand, i.e. visual impact, attractive way to display products, written information about 

sales-prices-products, creativity of the designed logo. 
 
Moreover, teams may get selected by the jury of the Shopping Center and be awarded for their efforts. 
In order to make things easier on you where it comes to preparing yourselves, following are the major 
topics of the competition: 
 

1. The best marketing approach 
Both stand and sales staff presentation (look), impact on clients, promotional 
campaign/technique, staff efficiency on the product presentation. 
 

2. The best team 
Visual impact of your stand, clear presentation (name and information) of both the team and the 
product, product quality, effective commercial approach, team spirit, well-built business plan, 
effective cooperation between the people, effective learning of entrepreneurial activities. 
 
Results will be given around 17.30h on Saturday at the Shopping Center. 
 

We are convinced that our trade fair offers a major opportunity for achievers to explore their ability for 
selling products in a particular environment and all the same to share a very enjoying time with young 
people taking part in the same adventure. 
 
On Sunday 
Morning: departure, you are responsible for your transport to the airport (rail station is located in front of 
the hotel, there’s a direct shuttle to the airport or to the centre of Brussels, accordingly. Should you have 
booked additional nights, here also you will have to organize the transfer to the airport your self. 
 
Accommodation 
 
A full accommodation has been booked for your team starting from the night of Friday, 26nd until and 
including breakfast on Sunday, February 28th. All accommodation will be based on twin, triple or 
quadruple rooms. If you request a single room we will have to ask you 60 Eur extra per night for the 
room.

The hostel is situated in the nearly centre of the town.  
Every additional night at the hotel costs 60 Eur for a  single room and 80 Eur for a double room breakfast included 
The cost of any incidental items (e.g. phone calls, additional drinks etc.) are your responsibility and must 
be paid when checking out. We recommend you not to use the phones provided in the hotel room as 
charges for these are normally high

Transport (coaches) 
 
On Friday 
Transport from Brussels airport. You take the train at the airport. Rail station is in front of the hotel. It will 
cost you around 10 eur. 
From Hotel to the dinner and Ice break gathering (coach) 
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On Saturday 
Morning: from the hostel to the Shopping Center (coach) 
Evening: from the Shopping Center to the hostel (coach) 
 
  
Registration 
 
The total cost for your participation is 160 euro/person (teacher/adviser/student). Having registered, all fees 
must be paid by bank transfer before January 4th, 2010. All bank charges are carried by the payer. 
 
What does it include? 
Two nights + breakfasts, Friday’s lunch and evening meal, stand + material on Saturday, coaches (Friday 
and Saturday), Saturday’s lunch and evening meal. Note that as the cost covers everything, it is not 
possible for you to annul one of these expenses. 
 
Language at the congress 
 
Our congress is Flemish-spoken. We know that it is sometimes hard to participate when you do not 
understand a word of what people are saying. Thus, in order for you to receive all necessary information 
about the congress, you will be welcomed as well as frequently accompanied during these 2 days by 
someone of the organization who speaks English fluently. 
 
The trade fair 
 
As a tradition, young enterprises have very nice stands, with prices calculated in euro, etc. We 
encourage your company to participate in the “best stand” competition.
